Following the Brut will be the 
Blanc de Blanc (fresh and fruity semi-dry sparkler made from Cayuga White, then the sweet and exuberantly fruity Spumante

The unique blend of 
these grapes leads to a grapey tasting sweet wine that it quite different from traditional Con-
cord and or Catawba blends that are used by most other area wineries, in that Rougeon and 
Isabella both contribute distinct berry-like flavors.  The slick looking package uses a shrink 
sleeve technology instead of a traditional paper label giving the appearance of a black bottle 
with a sly looking red fox on it.  If you do not already have Red Fox on your shelves, January 
is a great time to add it with special pricing from Empire Merchants North!
